A Note From The Senior Pastor...

“Don’f worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done. If you do
this, you will experience God’s peace, which is far more wonderful than the human mind can understand. His peace will guard your
hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus.” - Philippians 4:6-7 - New Living Translation

I was doing a little “weeding out” of my personal books recently (I tend to do this from time to time to allow room for MORE books!),
and I came across one a friend gave me several years ago. It’s written by Brennan Manning, and is entitled, A Glimpse of Jesus. In it
he identifies self-~hatred as one of the reasons that so many of us have a difficult time accepting God’s incredible, unchanging love —
we feel unworthy, because of sinful mistakes and choices made, in accepting God’s grace. And he implies that it’s only by clearly
examining and understanding Jesus’ life that we can put this “self-hatred” behind us in order to fully grasp and claim for ourselves
the spiritual, emotional, and physical transformation that God intends for us. And one of the ways that we can do this — understand
and claim God’s love — is through daily prayer...He writes, “ Whatever else it may be, prayer is tirst and foremost an act of love.
Before any pragmatic, utilitarian, or alfruistic motivations, prayer is born of a desire fo be with Jesus. His incomparable wisdom,
compelling beauty, irresistible goodness, and unrestricted love lure us into the quiet of our hearts where he dwells. To really love
someone implies a natural longing for presence and intimate communion.” What he suggests is that prayer is one of those avenues
through which we’re able to move beyond self — to return to the very place where God dwells within us by offering forth our sin, our
pains and joys, OUR HEARTS. Prayer as a way of claiming spiritual freedom...

As I sit and write these words I wonder how many of us take the time each and every day to be in “communion” with God, to claim
that spiritual freedom and peace through the offering forth of heart IN PRAYER? In talking with people I hear many responding to
the call of prayer by saying, “I can’t seem fo find the time fo pray in the midst of all of my daily responsibilities...Sometimes I forget fo
talk with God because I'm so wrapped up in the ‘chores’ of everyday...I don’t know HOW fto pray — do I sit, stand, kneel?” 1 think so
many of us get caught up in the “process” — how to do it, where to do it, the “proper” way to do it — that we forget that prayer is a
simple act of love. It is how we communicate and share with our God...

My challenge to all of us in the coming days is to find those daily moments to share our hearts with God through prayer...Thank
God, petition God, offer self to God — IT WILL MAKE A DIFFERENCE, I PROMISE YOUT When we open ourselves to communicating
with our Lord we are more in tune with how it is that our Lord is seeking to respond to and communicate with us. So try itl...Daily,
intimate communion and connection with someone who loves YOUT

And remember...I LOVE AND AM PRAYING FOR ALL OF YOUT
